Lines of Supervision – Musculoskeletal Imaging
Supervisory Lines of Communication
· In dealing with various clinical and/or research issues, the subspecialty resident may need access to his/her supervisors.  
· This communication should be initiated by the subspecialty resident when this resident determines that the communication is necessary.  
· At least one supervisor will be available to this resident during all times during the residents duty hours.
· The supervisor has a responsibility to ensure that the concerns that instigated the communication are addressed to the best of their ability.  If the supervisor cannot address these concerns, the program director of the subspecialty should be contacted.  If the supervisor is the program director of the subspecialty or if the concerns cannot be adequately addressed by the program director, the chairman of the Department of Radiology should be contacted with the information of concern.
· Any outcome, decision, or change of policy as a result of the initial communication by the subspecialty resident should be communicated back to the resident at a reasonable time following the change.

Lines of Responsibility

· The subspecialty resident is allowed to influence the daily work under the supervision of the attending physician.  This supervision is designed to follow the principle of graded responsibility in regard to the subspecialty resident.
· The resident assigned to the service will, many times, work directly with the subspecialty resident but the resident’s immediate line of supervision and responsibility will identical to that of the subspecialty resident.  After the program director of the musculoskeletal division and the musculoskeletal division staff, the next line of supervision and responsibility is that of the radiology residency program director.
· The subspecialty resident’s duties of responsibility include but are not limited to:
· Patient interview and consent
· Injection of contrast or medication
· Preliminary imaging exam interpretation and dictation
· Formulation of diagnostic/treatment plans
· Consultation with referring physician
· Delivery of preliminary and final interpretation results
· Performance of interventional procedures
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
